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Open top double deck tours
The South Tour and North Tour are operated by Cancu Supreme daily throughout the year. Departures are from
Sliema Strand (Ferries) every hour from 09.00 to 15.00 on Mondays to Saturdays and from 10.00 to 13.00 on
Sundays and public holidays. Tours operate a one-way loop, arriving back at Sliema after about 2 hours and 45
minutes. Tickets are valid for the whole day on the specified route. You can start and finish at any stop, and also
break your journey, continuing on a later bus. Headphones are provided for the multi-language commentary.

A feeder service operates from Bugibba at 08.15, 09.15 and 10.15, running via various hotels in St Julians. The
08.15 departure does not run on Sundays and holidays. From 11.15 Bugibba departures form part of the regular
North Tour and do not serve the hotels. Passengers for the South Tour can join at Bugibba at no extra cost, but
must make their own way back from Sliema to Bugibba. Future plans include a separate Night Tour from Bugibba.
